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A.  Introduction 

The purpose of General Education in the Ontario college system is to contribute to the 

development of citizens who are conscious of the diversity, complexity, and richness of the 

human experience; who are able to establish meaning through this consciousness; and, who, as a 

result, are able to contribute thoughtfully, creatively, and positively to the society in which they 

live and work. Specific themes for General Education courses to cover are: Arts in Society, Civic 

Life, Social and Cultural Understanding, Personal Understanding, and Science and Technology. 

 

At Niagara College, we believe that General Education is an essential and integral element of 
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Mandatory General Education courses are identified on programs of instruction using the 

designation of “G”.  The Academic Administrator responsible for General Education 

determines whether or not a course meets the requirements for a “G” designation.  The 

Course Outline for all such courses requires approval of both the Academic Administrator 

responsible for the course and the Academic Administrator responsible for General 

Education. 

 

Elective General Education courses are identified on programs of instruction using the
